CARL REINECKE was born in 1824 and studied in Leipzig, Germany when
Mendelssohn and Schumann were at their height. His music was influenced
by these composers. He was a renowned pianistandorchestra conductor at
the Gewandhaus, Leipzig's famous music hall. Two of his renowned pupils
were Edvard Grieg and Sir Arthur Sullivan.

His most famous work, KING MANFRED a five act opera was first produced
at Wiesbaden, Germany in 1867 and again at Leipzig in 1885, The PRELUDE
to Act V still claims a respectable place in concert repertory.

The "PRELUDE"
The music may be described as study in tone and fine construction, in which
the instruments should sing the themes expressivo. All dynamics should be
carefully observed.
