THE FOLLOWING selection of piano duets,a branch of the much-used Oxford Piano Series, combines
essential teaching qualities with 2 maximum of enjoyment. They are of varying grades of difficulty,
some—Alec Rowley’s Dignity and Impudence is perhaps the easiest example—to be played by
a beginner and teacher, others by pupils alone, for whom there can be no better introduction to
ensemble playing.

Of special note are Henry Coleman’s Holiday Sketches, the first two books of which are complete
in themselves as solos, while Books 1II and IV consist of 2nd Piano parts to be used, if desired, in

conjunction with Books 1 and I1. Being of no great difficulty, they form excellent recreation pieces
for younger players. s ;
